Feminist 
theories in IR studies, political philosophy and applied ethics offer new perspectives 
addressing methodological, epistemological and normative issues. As such, these 
feminist perspectives in contemporary political theory have now become so 
indispensable that their critical contributions should be taken into account in thinking 
global justice theory. This symposium aims for an important assessment of the 
fundamental issues and challenges raised by feminist perspectives in the field of 
international ethics.
